OLD MOSCOW. THE INVENTORY 2011. To us old Moscow means the city
within the ring road, the latter being the outer boundary of the capital of
the Soviet Union and its strategic defence ring. At the same time, Moscow
is a new city, 90% of which has been built over the last 5o years. It is a
monument to socialist town planning whose centripetal structure today
seems hopelessly obsolete. / Inthe 20 years that have passed since the
USSR fell apart, Moscow has seen its micro-districts invaded by new
buildings, its public spaces privatized, its ‘wedges’ of vegetation eroded,
and land and buildings in the historical centre sold en masse. The thinning
of the urban tissue and lack of attention to the city’s periphery have
changed the urban landscape. During the course of these 20 years the
capital has continued to sprawl outwards, reproducing through inertia the
patterns by which Moscow developed under Brezhnev. Just as in Soviet
times, as if absolutely nothing has changed, wasteland on the outskirts of
Moscow has been built up with micro-districts. As a result, the city still has
few streets, parks, and gardens; instead it has abundant forest-parks.
As previously, railway and industrial zones divide the city into enormous
islands that are poorly interconnected. / The study contains seven
chapters, dealingwith: buildings, streetblocks, roads, artefacts, landscape,
magnets, and outskirts. This is not a generalizing study — for which our
team of students had neither sufficient information nor sufficient time —
but a sketch. Itis based on a simple enumeration of the visible elements of
the urban environment, i.e. an inventory of the forms that exist in the city.
It is an attempt to sort through our inheritance, so as to better remember.
Itis a glance at a city which has frozen in expectation of change.

BUILDINGS On average, each house has 254 inhabitants, and each building accounts for 0.9 hectares of the city’s land. Over the
last 20 years there have been 6581 buildings erected in Moscow; 70% of these are prefab buildings. The average floor area of
a building increased almost sevenfold in the period between 1928 and 2010 — from 1279 m? to 8963 m>. The longest building in the
city is 1100 metres long. The majority of buildings in Moscow are up to 4 storeys high (10,661 buildings), while buildings 23 storeys
high and higher form the smallest category (504 buildings).

Altogether, there are 114,478 buildings in Moscow, of which 39,869 are residential and 74,609 are non-residential. The latter include
69,754 offices and manufacturing buildings, 161 hotels, 119 markets, 9 railway stations, 4 airports, 132 cinemas, 93 theatres,
61 museums, 434 libraries, 400 public gardens, 96 parks, 18 gardens, 1 zoo, 137 embassies, 2635 sports buildings, 202 swimming
pools, 63 stadiums, 40 palaces of sport, 1840 pre-school facilities, 222 institutions of higher education, 1633 schools, 77 colleges,
36 children’s homes, 1584 polyclinics, 246 hospitals, 99 health clinics, 19 maternity hospitals, 724 Russian Orthodox churches and
chapels, 10 monasteries, 13 Old Believers’ churches, 6 mosques, 5 synagogues, 3 Lutheran churches, and 2 Catholic churches.

DISTRICTS We characterize the plots of land between the main thoroughfares from the Garden Ring to the Ring Road as potential
street blocks. Some of the city’s microrayons (micro-districts) can be divided into potential street blocks, but most cannot. There are
12 main types of Moscow street block, categorized in terms of size, shape, and type of buildings standing on them. The total number
of plots of land that may be characterized as street blocks is 2124. Together, they occupy 34,644 hectares. The average size of a street
block is 17 ha. There are 1037 regularly shaped street blocks, and they occupy 11,021 ha., i.e. one third of the total area of all street
blocks. The smallest regular street block is on ulitsa Lesnaya and has an area of 0.4 ha (54 m x 72 m); the largest, on
Sharikopodshipnikovskaya ulitsa, occupies 89 ha (700 m x 1200 m). Most street blocks (1087 or 25,632 ha, 70% of the total area of
all street blocks) are of irregular shape. The smallest, on Komsomolsky prospekt, occupies 487 ha; the largest, on Lomonosovsky
prospekt, is 487 ha.

ROADS The total area of all roads (including embankments, cul de sacs, and pedestrian streets) makes up about 25% of land area
in the centre of Moscow. Here there can be no new roads: this is land that has petrified, a ‘monument’. On the outskirts of the city,
there are four times fewer streets (6%). The drawing on page 15 gives a model of the density of streets that is hypothetically necessary
for the city as a whole.

ARTEFACTS We call ‘artefacts’ that which it is necessary to preserve as having especial value. Artefacts are not just buildings, but
also large parts of the urban environment: groups of street blocks, ensembles of buildings, and complexes. The city centre may be
viewed as an especially precious artefact. The process of the emaciation of the city centre is illustrated in the drawing on page 17,
which shows the scale of the incursions made into the tissue of the city by areas of Soviet and post-Soviet development. Of especial
interest for us in this collection are artefacts from the 1950s to 1980s that do not fall under the ‘40 year rule’ (this rule stipulates
40 years as the length of time since the construction of an object, at the expiration of which the object may be listed as worthy
of preservation) and are therefore under greater threat.

LANDSCAPE Moscow stands on 242 hills. There used to be more than this. The seven hills in the city centre are Borovitsky,
Sretensky, Strastnoy, Trekhgorny, Tagansky, Lefortovsky, and Sparrow Hills. The Museum of Architecture stands on Staro-Vagankovsky
Hill. The right bank of the River Moskva (Zamoskorechie) is crumpled and covered in hills, and the developments along the rivers and
valleys are as if caught up in a zone of turbulence. In Moscow we found 581 ponds, 201 rivers (mainly enclosed in pipes),
464 cesspools, 3 creeks, 1 reservoir, and 5 canals. Green areas make up one third of the total area of Moscow; urban forests and
forest parks account for a considerably larger area (64% of the total) than parks, public gardens, boulevards, and gardens (36%).

MAGNETS The map of the most visited and accessible sites in the city — such as hypermarkets, 24-hour kindergartens and sports
centres — shows that new centres of attraction have appeared. The map also shows little-used and simply abandoned pieces of land
which can be turned into the public spaces needed by the city.

OUTSKIRTS ‘Soviet’” Moscow — i.e. that part of the city which lies between the Third Ring Road and the Moscow Ring Road —
constitutes 90.4% of the city’s total area and accommodates 92.7% of the total population. We may therefore say that the entire city
is made up of outskirts. Our goal is to reveal once more the potential contained in the periphery, and awaken people’s awareness
of the outskirts of Moscow as something that requires further study and planning.
